Thailand Bicycle Laws
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The current law relating to bicycle users in Thailand is the “Land
Traffic Act, B.E. 2522 (1979)". This act covers the rules of using two-
wheel bicycles, regulations and manners of using bicycles on the road,
and several facts that the bicycle users should be aware of, especially
concerning safety and traffic discipline.

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7 Restrictions for Bicycle Users

[**Section 83 of Land Traffic Act, B.E. 2522. (1979))
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1. Don’t ride negligently or scarily which may cause damage to a person or property.
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2. Don't ride without holding the handlebars.
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3. Don’t ride more than two bicycles in parallel. (except in the lane provided for riding bicycle.)
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4. Don't ride by sitting on any other place than the saddle.
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5. Don’t ride with more than one person. (do not carry another person.)
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6. Don't load or carry goods, parcel or anything that may obstruct the bicycle or cause damage

to a person or property.
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7. Don't attach to or pull other driving vehicles.
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Know Before You Ride
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Do you have to wear a helmet when riding a bike?
The law does not consider a bicycle helmet. It is compulsory for
those driving motorcycles only.
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Is there speed limit for bicycle users?

Currently there is no law that stipulates bicycle speed limit. But
there are rules that force bicycle users to not ride in such a manner
that may cause damage to a person or property which is a violation
to the traffic law.
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Guidance for practitioners when road accidents occur

In case when you cause damage to others, section 78 states that, you must stop
the bicycle and provide assistance to the person or animal who suffered damage.
After that, you must contact the police and state your name, address and conveyance
registration numbers of both parties. If you escape from the scene of accident, you
will be immediately presumed to be guilty of the offence. And the police officers will
have the right to seize your bicycle. If you do not present yourself to the police, the
bicycle is deemed property used in the commission of offence and will become
property of the state.
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Can you carry people on your bicycle?

According to the Act, it is given that bicycles are not allowed
to carry other person, but it is allowed to load or carry goods not
exceeding 30 kg. **** [most bicycle users do not know about this
and usually only learn about this when an accident occurs or
damaged is caused other people.)

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Riding Bicycle Can Be Illegal When...
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Cycling is restricted by a number of regulations. But, in fact, these
restrictions apply to drivers of all types of vehicle, as well as the bicycle users.
Riding a bicycle is illegal in the following cases :
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1. When being incapable to ride. (i.e. injured, weary, drowsy.)
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2. When intoxicated by alcohol or other substances.
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3. When obstruction traffic. (e.g. overlapping and straddling the lanes, obstructing
the fast lane.)
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4. When cycling negligently or scarily which may cause danger to persons or
property.
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5. When cycling in an abnormal manner or with poor visibility to the front or rear,
any or both sides.
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6. When cycling on the pavement without reason.
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7. When cycling without awareness of the safety or the concerns of others.
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14 Bicycle Parking Restrictions
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Bicycle users must have knowledge about another very important issue that is where not
to park their bicycles. This will keep them from breaking the rules and comply with the parking
restrictions. It is forbidden to park in the following locations:
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1. On pavements.

2. On bridges or in tunnels.

3. At junctions or within a ten meters radius of a junction.

4. On pedestrian crossing or within a three meters radius of a
pedestrian crossing.

5. In areas marked with no-parking traffic signs.

6. In the radius of three meters from a fire extinguisher pipeline.

7. Within radius of ten meters from any traffic signal.

8. Within radius of fifteen meters from a railway track.

9. Overlapping with vehicles already parked.

10. At the entrance or exit of a building or within the five meters
radius of limit of entrance of a road.

11. At critical locations.

12. Within the limit of fifteen meters before reaching bus stop
signs and three meters beyond.

13. Within a three meters radius of a mail box.

14. In a manner that obstructs traffic. (on a multi-lane road,
bicycle users should always be riding to the left side, except in a

case of urgent necessity when the left side cannot be used.)

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Bicycle Safety : What You Need To Know
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The following six points cover compulsory bicycle equipment according to
the law and road rules to prevent accidents.
4 meter Number 1-4 are stated in Section 80 of Land Traffic Act, B.E. 2522 (1979)
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1. Tinkle : giving sound signal to be audible at least thirty meters.

2. Brake : functional and capable to stop the bicycle immediately.

3. White headlight : illuminating the road surface up to at least fifteen meters,
bright enough to be seen by other vehicle users.

4. Red tail light : illuminating backwards, or a red colored light reflective
material
Section 81 further states that not only the red taillight should be fixed, but also the white headlight must
be turned on as to be seen clearly by the oncoming traffic.

5. Ride in the lane provided for riding bicycle
Section 79 Any lane which is provided for riding bicycle, the driver must ride in such lane.

6. Ride on the left side of the road at all times : cyclists can ride next to each
other in parallel but they need to consider the road quality and traffic condition.

Article 82 Bicycle users must ride as close as possible to the edge of road, road shoulder, or lane provided
for riding bicycle; provided that in case there is a bus lane at the extreme left side of the road, the user

must ride the bicycle in the lane next to bus lane.
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Bicycle Maintenance

Cleaning : use a damp cloth to wipe off various parts of the bicycle, and then
use another cloth to dry the party 1-2 times a week. If your bicycle is not very
dirty, then you should not clean it often because if water is trapped inside it can
degrade the bicycle parts, as well as causing them to rust.
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Lubrication : after wiping out the chain to clean it, you should apply oil
(specifically used for bicycle] on the links and backpedal for several
revolutions. This is a way to prolong the life cycle of the bicycle chain.
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Check key parts : before using the bicycle, you should check the following
key parts.

Tires have enough air pressure and the tread is in good condition.
Chain is tightened, not loose. A\
Brake levers on both sides, the wheels must then stop immediately,
when pulled.
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Always lock your bicycle : when you have to leave your bicycle outside, it is
always best to lock it. Make sure you lock it to a strong, immovable object and
in a visible area.
